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Abstract Objective To evaluate the effect of cervical cytology combined with colposcopy biopsy on the diagnosis rate of early cervical 
cancer screening. Methods A total of 340 suspected cervical cancer patients who were treated in our hospital from April 2018 to April 2020 were selected 
as the research objects. All the research objects were randomly divided into treatment groups and divided into an observation group and a control group. 
170 cases. Patients in the control group were treated with cervical cytology, while the observation group was combined with cervical cytology and biopsy 
under colposcopy to compare the results between the groups. Results
diagnosis rate of cervical cancer in the observation group was 82.94% (141/170), and the diagnosis rate of cervical cancer in the control group was 53.53% 

0.05. Conclusion The combination of cervical cytology and colposcopy biopsy in early cervical cancer 
screening has a high-quality effect, has the characteristics of high diagnosis rate, and has high clinical application value.
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
