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Analysis on the effect of comprehensive nursing care of arrhythmia in elderly patients with coronary heart disease

[ Abstract ] Objective To study the value of comprehensive nursing care for elderly patients with coronary heart disease who
have arrhythmia during clinical nursing. Methods In this study, we first used the digital randomization method to select 96 elderly
patients diagnosed with coronary heart disease and arrhythmia who were hospitalized in our hospital in the past two years. Then we
selected 96 patients who met the enrollment requirements. The different nursing intervention methods were randomly divided into
experimental group and control group, and comprehensive nursing intervention and routine nursing were carried out respectively. Finally,
the difference in nursing effect between the two groups of patients was analyzed and compared. Results Patients in the experimental
group of comprehensive nursing intervention were higher than the control group in the comparison of quality of life score and nursing
satisfaction. Conclusion The clinical nursing intervention of elderly patients with coronary heart disease and arrhythmia is of great
significance to the rehabilitation of patients. In this study, we found that comprehensive nursing intervention, as a more scientific nursing

intervention measure, can significantly improve the nursing effect of patients when applied to elderly patients with coronary heart disease

and arrhythmia. In addition to improving patients’

satisfaction with nursing services, It can also significantly improve the quality of life

of patients. Therefore, comprehensive nursing intervention is worthy of promotion and use in the clinical treatment of the disease.
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
